o Do not use conditioner as this will cause bonds to slip and make it harder for me to apply the\gxtensions

o If you usually straighten your hair, please ensure it is straightened before the fitting. )1-

Aftercare

o Do not wash your hair for 48hrs after extensions are fitted, this gives the extensions tinje to settle.
o Always brush your hair before washing to get out any knots and tangles. Brush from thg bottom of the
hair up to the roots, and always use an extension brush.
o0 Use shampoo & conditioner suitable for extensions. Do not massage your hair, and always Was il
with head tilted back. Do not tilt head over sink or bath as this puts extra weight on the extenst
o Apply conditioner from below the bonds and start to comb from ends to roots.
0 Rinse thoroughly and leave to dry naturally.

Styling

o Always use an extension brush and brush carefully.
0 Hair styling tools can be used on extensions but the less you use them the better it is for the extensions.

Sleeping *

o0 Extensions should be tied back in a loose plait or ponytail while sleeping to avoid the extensionsy
becoming tangled.
o Each morning undo plait/ponytail and brush your ends first working your way to the roo

Swimming

o0 Salt water and chlorine tend to dry extensions where possible avoid swimming,
